How to Register for CAG Summer Camps 2025 Using the Amilia SmartRec System 

1. Visit htps://www.amilia.com/store/en/CAG_OldOtawaEast/shop/programs  

2. Click on the Summer Camps 2025 Buton. 

3. Click on the Toggle to Open the Week of Camp you are interested in. 

4. Click the Green Session buton to begin the registra�on of the camp you would like to 
register for.  

5. A pop-up window will appear to Log In, Create an Account, or Reset Your Password. 

6. If you have an Amilia SmartRec account, please sign in. If you haven’t created an Amilia 
SmartRec account before, you will be asked to create an ADULT account (email and 
password). Please do not create another ADULT account. If you have forgoten your 
password, please follow the reset your password procedure by clicking on the link at the 
botom of that window. 

7. A�er you have signed into or created your ADULT account in Amilia SmartRec, select the 
par�cipant (your child) from the list of children in your account or click on ADD ANOTHER 
PERSON at the botom of the list to add your child if this is the first ac�vity they are 
registering for. 

8. The Amilia SmartRec system will send you a VERIFICATION EMAIL. Please respond to this 
email right away to verify your account. 

9. You can now return to ADD other weeks of camp by selec�ng the Continue Shopping buton 
at the botom of this window. 

10. When you have finished selec�ng all the camps you would like to register for select the 
CHECKOUT buton on the botom right of this window and then proceed to comple�ng the 
registra�on and payment for your purchases. 

11. Please only add children that are in your family or that you have guardianship of. Children 
can not be registered to mul�ple families in the system.

You will have 24 hours to register your child from the time the WAITLIST offer email is 
received.

• Cancella�on of camp 30 days or more before the Camp start date: Full refund (minus a $25 
administra�on fee) 

• Cancella�on of camp within 2 weeks (14 days) before the Camp start date: 50% of the 
camp fee will be refunded. 

• Cancella�on of camp within 1 week (7 days) before the Camp start date: No refund will be 
provided.

      Prerequisites for Canoe Camps (all weeks) 

• No paddling experience is required to par�cipate in the Brantwood Canoe Camps 
• All paddlers registered for Canoe Camps must be able to successfully pass a Swim Test that 

will be conducted in early June 2025. Three (3) dates will be provided. 
• Campers must successfully complete the following swim test* in its en�rety, without any 

stops, in sequence, with or without a personal flotation device (P.F.D.) 
 

1. Rolling entry (backwards or forward) into deep water at 2.75m (9’) minimum depth 
2. Tread water for 1 minute 
3. Swim 50m (164’) con�nuously any stroke 

 
* Please note: This swim test criteria are provided by OPHEA – Ontario Physical Ac�vity Safety
